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About the standard list of musical terms

The transliteration of Ottoman musical terms shows a great variety, not only among different
languages but also in modern Turkish, as a glance at the Turkish music literature from the
beginning of the 20% century makes clear. Attempting to remain faithful to the
individual transliterations of authors and editors of the works included in the databases of
the “CMO - Source Catalogues” would produce an almost unmanageable amount of data
and would be far beyond the scope of this project. Therefore, following the suggestion
of the Academic Advisory Board, this list was prepared using standardized terms for the
catalogues and databases of the project in accordance with their original spellings - as far
as possible - while also taking into account modern Turkish spelling conventions, thus
enabling practical usage of the databases, which will be available online for scholars and
musicians all over the world. However, the critical edition itself will be based on the
scientific transliteration of the terms as they appear in the primary sources, transcribed
according to the project guidelines (soon to be published on the CMO homepage).

The list claims neither to be exhaustive, nor to determine a single correct variant
among different transliterations. It consists of terms that appear in the works
included in the catalogue in its current state and will be expanded as new data are added.
The search function of the online database “CMO - Source Catalogues” will allow users to
work with other types of transliteration, while the standardized terms listed here will be
used in drop-down menus and for data output.
